He sent His Word, in the form of a man. 

 

John 1:1 (NAS) 

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word

The Word of God is Truth, is life, is active, is eternal, is unfailing, will create itself.

The Lord Jehovah, has delivered us at the resurrection. Romans 10:9-10 opens our lives to 

Lordship, it breaks satan’s captivity, but living in and under Kingdom of Light Lordship is a 

daily choice one makes, or fails to profit from not making.

in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. 
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We have, constant access to redemption, the Believer chooses to live the redeemed life and 

avail themselves of His cleansing Blood.

He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation.  

 

The Anointed Redeemer is the first born, the prototype for all Believers. “Walk even as He 

also walked”, “cause this mind to be in you, which was also in The Anointed Redeemer.”

For by Him all things were created, both in the heavens and on earth, visible 

and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities—all things 

have been created through Him and for Him.  

 

He, The Word of God, is Lord over all, we must come under His rule, to establish He is Lord 

of all.

Proverbs 3:5-6

Now, we as Word of Truth, joint heirs with The Redeemer, can take a fresh look at Isaiah 

55:11. 

 

Isaiah 55:11 (NAS) 

So will My word be which goes forth from My mouth; 

It will not return to Me empty, 

Without accomplishing what I desire, 

And without succeeding in the matter for which I sent it. 

 

This passage teaches the Believer to set the Word of Truth to a situation in full expectation of 

The Word changing the situation to conform to the purpose and intent for which that Word 

was first sent. 

 

Word of Truth conformity produces His intent.
